Next Steps

Youth LEAD is an Oz GREEN initiative for 
young people aged 15 to 25. Youth LEAD is 
building a network of young leaders who are 
working in their local community and beyond 
to build a life-sustaining society. 

Youth LEAD begins where other programs 
finish - with young people learning to be 
leaders by designing and undertaking their 
own projects. They become young social 
entrepreneurs.

After progressing on your project you will 
have the opportunity to train as a youth-to- 
youth mentor and a Youth LEAD facilitator. 
There is also the opportunity to volunteer 
in Oz GREEN programs within Australia and 
internationally.

The program starts with a three day training 
and action planning residential workshop 
involving up to 25 participants. The workshop 
features skills training in:

S	 Ecological footprint assessment and 	
	 lifestyle analysis,
S	 Strategic questioning and critical 		
	 thinking,
S	 Creative thinking, values and 		
	 visioning
S	 Goal setting and action planning for 	
	 lifestyle changes and projects.

Following the workshop you will be supported 
through regular e-mail and phone contact, 
1 month, 3 month and 6 month  follow- 
up meetings as well as support from local 
mentors.

The cost for registration is $250. There are 
also a limited number of fully subsidised 
places available.
